The Intern is a member of the parish’s Pastoral Team that serves the parish community, with
opportunities for involvement with liturgies and the faith education of the parish.

Interns will be encouraged to have a Spiritual Director, attend Staff Retreats, and submit
quarterly reflections about their Internship experience.

Internships are ultimately shaped by a discernment process with the staff of the Downtown

Chapel.
